Aries

No planets are in your sign in September, but your Personal Planet and Aries’ ruler, Mars, will arrive in your polar sign, Libra, on the 8th, the first of several to arrive there this month.  Thus, sometime during the month, Mars will oppose the Natal Sun of those born between March 21 and April 4, which will give your Ram temperament a bit of a boost one way or another.  Mars loses some of its punch in Libra, but you’ll get a bit of a buzz out of it nonetheless.  

Mercury moves into Libra a few days later on the 13th and the Sun gets there on the 23rd, which will deliver some emphasis to the relationships in your life.  You may be inclined to assert yourself rather forcefully regarding what you want, so crank it down a notch so you don’t come on stronger than required for the situation.  Direct all that energy to your charm instead of your temper and it should turn out fine.  Rams born the last week of March need to be careful during their Solar Opposition period which will fall roughly on their half-birthday.  Accidents tend to be a bit more likely at this time, depending on other aspects in your Natal Chart. 

Saturn is still in your Natural 5th House of children and creativity and will be there for quite a while longer.  Saturn is dampened somewhat in Leo, but for Rams born between April 5-13 it will trine your Natal Sun sometime this month, which could mean either new responsibilities, possibly at work (maybe even a promotion), or perhaps an opportunity to obtain some recognition for your creative endeavors.  If you get stuck in some way, you may want to seek the advice of someone older and wiser.  At any rate, it shouldn’t be a bad thing, but will occur in the natural scheme of things so you probably won’t even realize Saturn had anything to do with it.  Just be glad it’s a trine and not a square or opposition, which could mean an unwanted delay.

Both the Sun and Venus will spend most of the month in Virgo, your 6th House of work, health and pets.  Venus is usually our friend so this should bring good things your way, though you may have to prove yourself first.  At any rate, your performance should be enhanced, especially during roughly the first two weeks of September when Mercury is there, also, making expressing yourself easier.  Between that and the Sun, you should draw some positive attention in this area, which usually means recognition, something all Rams like quite a bit.

You may be faced with a fairly major decision regarding an opportunity that could require borrowing money, especially if your birthday falls during the first ten days or so in April.  Avoid being impulsive and be sure to give it careful thought.

Taurus

There are no planets transiting your sign this month, neither will there be for quite a while, except for the Moon passing through from the 11th -12th.  Jupiter is in your 7th House of relationships, which could be causing some major developments, particularly for Bulls born between May 11-20.  If you’re already in a stable relationship, either on a personal level or perhaps in a business partnership, it is likely to go to another level.  This will most likely originate with a deepened sense of commitment on your part as you recognize the many things you’ve gained from it so far.

This will be particularly strong the last week of the month when the Sun, Mars and Mercury are all in Libra.  Opportunities like this don’t come along every day so make sure you bleed it for all its worth.

There may have been numerous changes and surprises in your social circles lately.  People may be coming and going at a steady rate in and out of your life, which isn’t necessarily to the liking of a Fixed Sign like Taurus.  You can always keep in touch with the folks that really meant something to you via email and there’s no telling whether those new faces in your life might become your most cherished friends as the future unfolds.  The endings implied by the Full Moon on the 7th and the beginnings implied by the New Moon on the 22nd should give a little extra punch in a positive way in this area.

September should be an interesting month for you with a variety of decisions and changes that will definitely have an impact on your life.  Just remember that as much as you don’t usually like it, change can be of a positive nature and nudge your life in the direction you really want to go.

Gemini

Twins are having numerous challenges these days in various venues.  Ongoing is the fact that Pluto is over there in your Natural 7th House of relationships and more than likely stirring things up that you’d just as soon let die.  If your birthday is between June 13th -17th this has probably been particularly noticeable, even to the point that people close to you wonder why your usual demeanor has been darker and more broody than becomes you.  Pluto moves v-e-r-y s-l-o-w-l-y so this will continue for quite a while.  Furthermore, the more emotional baggage you have the more painful it will be.  Exhuming your past is seldom pleasant, particularly since you have a tendency to over-analyze every, morbid detail.  Try to be as objective as possible and throw logic at it like you would if it were a good friend instead of yourself.  You’ll get past this in due time and be substantially wiser when it’s over.  Pluto transits are rarely fatal though at times it sounds like a rather pleasant notion.

Saturn in your Natural 3rd House of intellect isn’t helping much, especially if you were born between June 6th – 14th.  Saturn acts like the proverbial wet blanket and could be slowing down your processing speed and usual quick wit.  It will contribute to more seriousness as well, as if Pluto isn’t enough. Cancer

There are no planets transiting your sign this month other than your ruler, the Moon, from September 15-17.  Saturn, in neighboring sign, Leo, may continue to draw you toward stability and practicality and just plain doing without so you can built up your reserves.  Venus may give you an urge to beautiful things, perhaps even yourself, but you’ll probably do this in a modest and creative way rather than trying to clone something from Better Homes and Gardens.  You may have an excursion or two fantasizing about everything you could do if you pulled out the plastic, but good sense should prevail and the urge pass.

Quite a bit of activity in your 3rd House of intellect between the Sun (‘til the 23rd), Mercury (‘til the 12th) and Venus (from the 6th – 30th).  Mars will also be there from the beginning of the month until the 8th.  This will serve to sharpen your mental ability and allow you to communicate your thoughts in a very effective way. Leo

Saturn is in your sign and will be for quite a while.  This month he will conjoin your Sun if your birthday is between August 7th – 15th.  Effects will likely be a slight dampening of your usual Leo enthusiasm and shift your thoughts to issues of a more practical nature.  You may be more concerned that usual with financial security as well as perhaps locking down a relationship.  Neptune could be throwing some idealism into the mix or even a bit of illusion, so before you make any decisions that are not easily reversed, give them a strong reality check. Virgo

Pluto transiting your Natural 4th House of home environment could still be causing some headaches, particularly for those born around September 15th – 19th. Pluto moves v-e-r-y s-l-o-w-l-y and is retrograde until the middle of the month.  For approximately the first 10 days of September, when he stations, i.e. goes from retrograde back to forward motion, he’ll be standing still and if he’s sitting on your Natal Sun, quite frankly it’s probably going to suck. Libra
